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Bursaries – Guidelines for Applicants
Bursary awards are intended to make entering and completing whole or part of a Trust training programme possible for those individuals who would not otherwise be able to afford to do so and for those in training who are facing a financial crisis that could prevent them from completing a programme. 
Bursaries apply for one year, or the period of the course, whichever is shorter.  Those awarded bursaries are required to inform us if their financial situation improves during the period of the bursary.  This might not necessarily mean withdrawal of the bursary, but holding on to a bursary unnecessarily denies access to bursary funds for other student who may be in greater need. 

The Awarding Authority is the Bursary Panel.

A bursary subsidises a percentage up to a maximum of 50% of the cost of fees for whole or part of a training programme at the Psychosynthesis & Education Trust.  
Bursaries are available for all areas of study at the Psychosynthesis & Education Trust.
Procedure

· Before applying for a bursary the individual must first have been provisionally accepted onto a training programme at the Trust.

· Bursary applications must be made and received at least two weeks before commencement date of training programme.

· Initial application is made on the form provided on the website www.psychosynthesis.edu.  If you are a foreign student, please note that it must be completed in English.
· The completed bursary application form is then returned to the Trust by the deadline started on the form.
· Bursary Panel will meet immediately after the stated deadline to assess eligibility and entitlement and decide on the level of bursary to be awarded.
· Finally the applicant will then be informed in writing by the Panel as to the outcome of the assessment for eligibility and entitlement.

· All bursary awards are made directly to the Psychosynthesis & Education Trust and not as a cash payment to the individual. The award is expressed as a percentage a reduction in the cost of training fees.

Further Information

The Bursary Panel will take into careful consideration the financial, personal and social circumstances of the applicant. Awards will be made by a panel. In making our decision, we will take into account your personal circumstances and any other relevant information given in your personal statement or in the statement from your referee. 

How to Apply 

You can either return the completed application form and the original copy of your reference by post or in person to the Trust, clearly marked for the attention of the Bursaries Panel. 
We will acknowledge receipt of your application by post if you provide a stamped self-addressed envelope or via your e-mail address. 

The Personal Reference 

You will need to provide a supporting reference completed by a professional who is familiar with your circumstances, your recent studies and your intellectual capabilities, such as a supervisor or manager. References may not be written by the applicant, their spouse or partner, a family member or personal friend. 
This reference must be in English, or a signed translation into English must be provided.

The person writing the Reference should give it back to you, in a sealed envelope. It is then your responsibility to ensure that the reference is enclosed with your application if you are sending it by post. 
Applications cannot be considered if the reference is not submitted

Notification of Awards

You will be told whether or not your application has been successful by post at the correspondence address on your application form within one week of the Bursary Panel’s meeting.
